Remove the idle side cover (opposite side to the pins

protruding out) and place to the side. This allows fins to

be fitted.

35. NOTE: The water dropper (supplied)
is to placed where a suitable corner for

drainage is possible.

To install this dropper you will need the use of a
65mm hole saw.

Use the sealant to seal the dropper covering the join
in its entirety for a water tight seal.

32. Ensure the louvre pins are in the ‘open’
position and slide the remaining fins onto
the pins. Be sure they are orientated
correctly.

30. Line up the plastic pin with the square “ %
hole in the end section of the fin as shown

below. Ensure the lip with the felt in it, is

facing vertically upwards as highlighted below. Once

in the correct position and lined up - slide the fin on,
in the vertical position.

34. Screw all top covers down at one metre intervals
using screw ‘C’. These screws go on the swage line
imprinted into the aluminium as per picture above.

31. Sit the louvre pin down into the slot at the
opposite end as shown.

NOTE: The fin installation process is generally a
simple two person step.

OPENING AND CLOSING

* If opening louvres immediately after rain, rotate the fins
to a half open position. This will assist the water to drain
away and help to avoid the louvres from dripping.
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* If snow has settled on top of the louvre, wait until it has
completely cleared before opening. Opening in snow
conditions can lead to damage.

* If frost settles on top of the louvre, wait until it has

CARE AND MAINTENANCE

* Clean your louvre system once a month with a damp
cloth or hose and brush using a car cleaning product
or other PH neutral cleaner. Do not use any abrasive
products or any petro-chemical based products as this
could damage the powder coating.

* Ensure the gutters are free from leaves and debris. Pay
particular attention to the water outlet and downpipes.

* In the event of extremely high winds, open the louvre
system to reduce possible wind damage.

NOTE: Do not force
the fins or blades when
close to fully open or
fully closed positions.
